STUDENTS BACK TO SCHOOL ON MONDAY 3 FEBRUARY, 2020.

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From the Pre-School Principal

In all Kindergarten classes, the first activity involves all
students being together with their homeroom teacher.
Objectives, previously planned, are aimed at the
development, mainly, of the following: language acquisition,
concentration, recognition of each other's names, notions of
quantity (number of students present and absent), learning
and the use of classroom rules constructed by the group.
Also, students learn to observe the weather with specific
vocabulary and, lastly, the planning of the activities to be
performed during the day.

Each class plans their activities according to their goals and
learning areas. These can be developed through songs,
stories, arts, challenging games in large or small groups, and
the use of specific materials to develop activities according
to the needs of the children.

Some of the activities below demonstrate the work done
within the classrooms with objectives appropriate to the
students’ learning level.

PNA - The first activity of the day is one of the most
important moments for assimilating English language
vocabulary. They recognize the days of the week, their peers’
names, and the activities in which they will later participate.
Through the songs they sing, they learn about the days of
the week and observe the weather conditions every day.
Simple and important rules are combined and vocabulary is
assimilated.

PNB - Playdough activities enable the development of
socio-emotional skills and offer many open-ended
opportunities for children to experience independent and
cooperative play. Children learn about cooperation,
collaboration, self-control, and friendship. The sensory
benefits of modeling clay enable students to strengthen their
hands by crushing, pushing, pulling, twisting and cutting.
This activity also provides great fun that children experience
during the handling of malleable materials.

NA - Nursery children started learning about shapes,
exploring them freely while playing, and using them
creatively to build houses, castles, animals, etc. Afterwards,
they were encouraged to recognize shapes in their
environment such as a square clock and a rectangle door.
This particular activity was set up to encourage children to
sort through a bag full of shapes with different attributes,
place them in the right group, and classify them by shape.
Therefore, children learned how to recognize shapes through
touch, how to sort and classify familiar objects in a specific
group, while visualizing the words that name each shape.

A primeira atividade do dia, em todas as turmas do
Pre-School envolve todos os alunos e alunas e suas
professoras. Objetivos previamente planejados visam o
desenvolvimento, principalmente, da linguagem, da atencao
e concentracdo, do reconhecimento dos nomes de cada
aluno(a) e das e nogdes de quantidade (nimero de alunos
presentes e ausentes). Além disso, também temos como
objetivo a aprendizagem e o uso das regras da sala de aula,
elaboradas pelo grupo, a observacdo do tempo com
vocabulario especifico e, por ultimo, o planejamento das
atividades a serem realizadas durante o dia.

Cada turma planeja suas atividades de acordo com os seus
objetivos e areas de aprendizagem. Através de musicas,
histérias, artes, jogos desafiadores em grandes ou em
pequenos grupos e do uso de materiais especificos,
desenvolvemos as atividades, de acordo com as
necessidades das criangas.

Algumas atividades descritas a seguir ilustram o trabalho
realizado, adequado ao nivel de aprendizagem dos alunos.

PNA - A primeira atividade do dia € um dos momentos mais
importantes para assimilar novas palavras na lingua Inglesa.
As criangas reconhecem os nomes dos colegas, os dias da
semana e as atividades planejadas, diariamente, junto com a
professora. Através das musicas, aprendem sobre os dias
da semana e observam o tempo. Regras simples e
importantes sdo combinadas e o vocabulario assimilado.

PNB - A atividade com massa de modelar permite o
desenvolvimento de habilidades socioemocionais e oferece
muitas oportunidades para as criangas experimentarem
brincadeiras independentes e cooperativas. As criangas
aprendem sobre cooperagéo, colaboragéo, autocontrole e
amizade. Os beneficios sensoriais da massa de modelar
sdo: fortalecer as maos, esmagar, empurrar, puxar, torcer e
cortar . Essa atividade também possibilita muita diversao
durante o manuseio dos materiais maleaveis.

NA - O Nursery comecou a aprender sobre as formas
geomeétricas, explorando-as livremente enquanto brincavam
e usando-as de forma criativa para construir casas, castelos,
animais, etc. Depois, as criangas foram estimuladas a
reconhecer as formas em seu ambiente, como o reldgio
quadrado e a porta retangular. Essa atividade especifica foi
criada para incentivar as criancas a separar, a partir de uma
sacola, as formas com diferentes caracteristicas e
coloca-las no grupo certo. Assim, as criancas aprenderam a
reconhecer formas através do toque e como criar e



classificar objetos familiares em um grupo especifico
enquanto visualizavam as palavras que nomeiam cada
forma.

November was another busy month with the culmination of
many Project-Based Learning (PBL) activities in the
Elementary classes. Our PBL Coordinator, Ms. Alie Ainbinder,
made a brief presentation PBL - OLM Elementary 2019/2020
to parents about the PBL methodology at the Quarterly
Meetings. These took place during the week of 25 November,
following the end-of-semester Open House, where learning
portfolios were shared. PBL projects provide opportunities for
students to develop the 21st Century Skills needed to be
successful in their ever-changing world. They practice critical
thinking, communication, creativity, and collaboration.

Class Representatives are invited to a meeting on Friday,
December 6, from 8:00 to 9:30, in the Library. If you have a
question or concern you would like them to raise at this
meeting as your representative, please let them know by
Monday, 2 December. Topics should center around issues
that are shared by all Grades and not particular to any
individual child or Grade level.

The Elementary School Guidance Department is pleased to
invite you to a parent presentation on Families and
Technology, conducted by Ms. Roberta Melllin, a journalist
and mother of two Elementary students. It will take place on
Monday, 9 December, from 8:00 -10:00 in the auditorium. In
her presentation, Roberta will cover topics such as approval
of apps, age limitations, digital ethics, legal responsibilities of
parents, etc. There will be plenty of time to bring up any
concerns you may have about your child's experiences and
participation in today’s digital world.

During vacation, we strongly recommend that you provide
many opportunities for your child to practice English.

Dear OLM Community,

First, I would like to thank all parents who completed our
PPP questionnaire. The School's Pedagogical Political
Project defines our identity and identifies ways in which to
teach with greater quality. The PPP is continually reviewed
in order to help the School better achieve its mission and
goals. Based on your suggestions, the Leadership Team will
develop proposals of concrete actions to be implemented
during the next three years.

One of our main goals is to develop students’ critical and
creative thinking so that they can express themselves
consciously, freely and responsibly. Therefore, OLM
promotes a student-centered teaching methodology, in
which students are the protagonists in their own learning
process. The purpose of this teaching model is to encourage
the academic community to develop the ability to learn
content in an autonomous and participatory manner through
classroom activities and projects.

Here are some examples of such methodology being applied
in our Middle School classes:

Portuguese 6th Grade - To know the types of pronouns in
Portuguese and understand the function of grammar in
writing, the 6th Grade students prepared creative
presentations using various resources, such as Kahoot,
Slides. and Pear Deck.

Middle School's Music Activity - "Modern Band" - The
students finished learning "Imagine" by John Lennon and are
currently working on Elton John's "Crocodile Rock".

6th Grade interdisciplinary project: BSS, Portuguese and
Digital Education - Sixth Grade students, with the help of
Portuguese, BSS and Digital Education teachers, are
developing an interdisciplinary project that aims to know and
explore the Podcast genre, using it as a tool to study
contents covered in Portuguese and History classes.
Students learned about the genre, listened to various audio
files and prepared scripts, which will be recorded and
published on the web.

6th Grade Science - Sixth Grade students are now learning
the difference between single and multi-celled organisms,
prokaryotic cells, and eukaryotic cells. The best way to learn
is by analyzing real cells!

7th Grade BSS project - Seventh Grade students re-created
Colonial Brazil's landscape in the seventeenth century. In
doing so, they had to study the social organization of that
period, and also understand the relationship between
Brazilian patriarchal society and the sugar cycle. They
presented sketches and explained how Brazil dominated the
global sugar market at that time.



7th Grade Math - Seventh Grade students are studying the
Golden Ratio. They measured their heights and their belly
button heights to find the divine proportion!

Em primeiro lugar, gostaria de agradecer a todos os pais que
responderam ao nosso questionario referente ao PPP. O
Projeto Politico Pedagdgico da Escola define nossa
identidade e identifica maneiras de ensinar, com maior
qualidade. O PPP é revisado continuamente, a fim de ajudar
a Escola a alcancar melhor sua missao e seus objetivos.
Com base em suas sugestoes, o Grupo de Gestao
desenvolvera propostas de acdes concretas a serem
executadas nos proximos trés anos.

Um de nossos principais objetivos consiste em desenvolver
0 pensamento critico e criativo dos alunos, para que eles
possam se expressar de forma consciente, livre e
responsavel. Portanto, a OLM promove uma metodologia de
ensino centrada no aluno, na qual os mesmos tornam-se 0s
protagonistas de seu processo de aprendizagem. O objetivo
deste modelo de ensino € incentivar a comunidade
académica a desenvolver a capacidade de aprender o
conteudo de maneira auténoma e participativa, por meio de
atividades e projetos em sala de aula.

Vamos ver alguns exemplos dessa metodologia sendo
aplicada em nossas turmas do Middle School-

Atividade de portugués do 6th Grade - Para conhecer os
tipos de pronomes, em Lingua Portuguesa, e entender a
funcdo dessa classe gramatical na produgéo textual, o 6th
Grade preparou apresentacdes criativas, utilizando diversos
recursos, como, por exemplo, Kahoot, Slides e Pear Deck.

Eletiva de Muasica Middle School - Banda Moderna - Os
alunos aprenderam Imagine, de John Lennon, e atualmente
estdo trabalhando no Crocodile Rock, de Sir Elton John.

Projeto interdisciplinar do 6th Grade: BSS, Portugués e
Digital Education - Os alunos do 6th Grade, com o auxilio
dos professores de Portugués, BSS e Digital Education, estdo
desenvolvendo um projeto interdisciplinar cujo objetivo é
conhecer e explorar o género Podcast, utilizando-o como
ferramenta de estudo de conteudos abordados nas aulas de
Portugués e Historia. Os alunos conheceram o género,
ouviram diversos arquivos em audio e prepararam roteiros,
que serdo gravados e divulgados na web.

Atividade de Ciéncias do 6th Grade - Os alunos do 6th
Grade estdo aprendendo a diferenca entre organismos
unicelulares e multicelulares, células procariontes e células
eucariontes. A melhor maneira de aprender é analisando
células reais!

Projeto BSS do 7th Grade - Os alunos do 7th Grade
reconstruiram o cendrio do Brasil colonial no século XVII.
Estudaram sobre as relagdes sociais existentes naquele
periodo, de forma a compreender a sociedade patriarcal
brasileira, formada em torno da economia agucareira. O
resultado foi a apresentagdo de maquetes com as
explicagbes sobre os engenhos de acucar e a ldgica
europeia de exploragdo mercantilista.

Atividade de Matematica do 7th Grade - Os alunos do 7th
Grade estao estudando a proporcao aurea. Eles mediram
suas alturas para encontrar a proporgao perfeita.

SHALL WE CONTINUE TO REFLECT TOGETHER?

I will take the opportunity to leave you with some back to
School tips that will help your child transition back to school
in February more smoothly.

Get a school routine going early - Children need time to
adjust, so provide a head start. Since summertime schedules
are often different than School year schedules, about 10 days
before school starts, get your child used to getting up at a
certain time every day and going to bed at a certain time.
This will get their little bodies used to school day hours.

Talk and read about School - Read books about school with
your child. It can be a great bonding time and often will spark
a productive discussion about the exciting aspects of going
back to school. You can also make a book at home about the
Pre-School experience your child has had! Be creative,
take/show photos of the school, and of your child wearing the
uniform in front of our School or taking part in fun activities at
OLM.

Listen to your child and answer any questions he/she might
have - Share good memories about when you were in school
and all the fun you had there. You can also make a book at
home about your child's experience in Pre-School. Be creative,

take pictures of your child wearing the uniform, in front of the
School, for example.

Encourage independence - Although no one expects a
Pre-Schooler to do everything on his/her own,
age-appropriate independence is important. Real tasks, such
as cleaning up after themselves after meals, choosing
clothes for the day, getting themselves dressed, etc., allow
children to learn to take care of themselves and also give
them a sense of true accomplishment.

Encourage positive or appropriate behavior - Children need
to be able to follow teachers’ commands and class/School
rules as well as interacting appropriately with both adults and
other children. One of the most effective ways to improve this
kind of behavior is by recognizing and rewarding children with
specific praise and showing affection and positive emotions.

Purchase special School items together and have your child
help you prepare his/her backpack - Going to the store and
choosing personal articles can be fun and create a sense of
excitement for what's to come. Along these lines, organizing
everything in the school bag will help get one excited about
heading back to the classroom.



Keep having fun! - While | think the above tips for parents are
important, so is having fun as a family! Keep up your weekly
and monthly traditions as well as your nightly sleep rituals.
Reading together, having dinner together, going swimming
together — all of these things will keep you connected to your
child.

Ouca seu(sua) filho(a) e responda a todas as perguntas
que, porventura, ele(ela) possa ter - Aproveite, também,

para compartilhar boas memorias de seu tempo de escola e
de como foi divertido.

Estimule a autonomia - Embora ninguém espere que uma
crianca em idade pré-escolar faca tudo sozinha, a
independéncia possivel a idade é importante! Tarefas do dia a
dia, como limpar-se apos as refeicdes, escolher roupas para
o dia, vestir-se etc., permitem que as criancas aprendam a
cuidar de si mesmas ao mesmo tempo em que lhes dao uma
sensacéao de realizagéo.

Reforce o comportamento positivo ou apropriado - As
criangas precisam atender os comandos dos professores e
as regras da sala de aula e da Escola, bem como interagir
adequadamente com adultos e outras criangas. Uma das
maneiras mais eficazes de fortalecer esse tipo de
comportamento é reconhecé-lo e recompensa-lo com elogios
especificos, demonstrando afeto e emocdes positivas.

Envolva o seu filho ou filha na compra de materiais
especiais para levar para a Escola e pega ajuda para
preparar sua mochila - Ir a loja e escolher o que comprar
pode ser divertido e criar uma sensacao de entusiasmo pelo
que esta por vir.

By looking for different ways to capture students' interest,
teachers find in technology a fertile and extensive area of
work. Thus, through methods and applications that arouse
curiosity and interest, teachers combine the pedagogical
content with fun.

Ao procurar diferentes maneiras de captar o interesse dos
alunos, os professores encontram no cenario tecnolégico um
rico e extenso campo de trabalho. Assim, através de métodos
e aplicativos que despertam curiosidade e interesse, 0s
professores conseguem transmitir o conteddo de uma forma
divertida.

Reading Buddies

During the months of October and November, 2nd and 9th
Graders met twice a week in the library for the Reading
Buddies Project, an afterschool program designed to help
2nd Graders improve their reading skills. 9th Graders, the Big
Buddies, acted as facilitators in small groups of 2nd Grade
students, the Mini-Buddies.

The approach used for this program was Reciprocal
Teaching, a scaffolded discussion technique that helps
students use four reading strategies (predicting,
summarizing, clarifying and questioning) to improve their
reading comprehension. Gradually, the 9th Graders
transferred the responsibility of the learning process to the
2nd Graders who became more and more confident in using
all four reading strategies.

The program had its high point on Wednesday, November
27th, when Big and Mini Buddies received certificates from
our School Head, Mr. Craig Woollard, during the Closing
Ceremony.

It was a great pleasure to see both 2nd and 9th Graders
develop not only their reading skills but also a special
friendship, the kind of family bond for which OLM is known.

2nd e 9th Grades encontraram-se duas vezes por semana,
na biblioteca, para a realizagcao do projeto Reading Buddies.
Esse programa, que fez parte do quadro do After School, foi
desenvolvido com o objetivo de fortalecer as habilidades de
leitura dos alunos. Os Big Buddies, do nono ano, atuaram
como facilitadores nos pequenos grupos do segundo ano,
0s Mini-Buddies.

A técnica utilizada, Reciprocal Teaching, consiste em
discussdes guiadas, a principio, pelos Big Buddies e,
gradativamente, desenvolvidas pelos Mini-Buddies. As
discussotes sao baseadas em quatro estratégias de leitura:
previsao, resumo, esclarecimento e questionamento que
ajudam os alunos a desenvolver a capacidade de
compreensao textual. Passo a passo, 0s Big Buddies
transferem a responsabilidade de conduzir a atividade para
os alunos do 2nd Grade, na medida em que demonstram
mais confianca no uso das quatro estratégias.

O projeto culminou com a cerimdnia de conclusao, na
quarta-feira, dia 27 de novembro, quando tanto os Big
Buddies quanto os Small Buddies receberam certificados
entregues pelo nosso diretor, Mr. Craig Woollard.

Foi um enorme prazer ver alunos do 2nd e 9th Grades
interagirem enquanto desenvolviam suas habilidades de
leitura. Os lagos de amizade que criaram fazem parte do
perfil de familia, pelo qual a OLM é conhecida.
